He had previously 
cautioned the prisoners in the morning of that day. - Constable Thomas Harris deposed 
that the prisoners were very drunk and disorderly, and that he had turned them out of 
a public-house previously. The woman used most obscene language. - Smith was fined 
£1. with 7s. 10d. costs, and the others were fined 15s. with 7s. 10d. costs. - The money 
was paid.
